doing at home by sending photos and videos back, helping them understand their 
development at home. Your child’s other relatives can also be set up with access to the 

Tapestry profile so you can all share the excitement of the growth of your child. 

Also share these special moments with your child at any time by logging into their 
Learning Journal, using your own password. In addition to the simple pleasure of seeing 
your child’s enthusiasm in describing their day, talking together about the pictures and 
video clips in their journal helps to develop your child’s language skills and build their 

self-esteem. 

When your child leaves their first early education provision, the teachers there can 
provide you with a copy of their Tapestry learning journal to keep and treasure, as an 
electronic file or paper copy, as well as enabling you to download and keep the videos 

that have given you an insight into their first independent experiences. Your child’s 
Tapestry journal can also be passed onto their primary school for their new teachers to 
add to, building a wonderful record of their development from baby and early childhood
